

Accident/Incident Policy

I take the safety of your child extremely seriously and I will do everything I can to protect your child from getting hurt. However, accidents do happen, and I have written this document to explain what I would do.

· I will comfort your child and reassure them.

· I will assess the extent of their injuries and if necessary, call for medical support/ambulance.

· I will carry out any first aid procedures that are necessary and that I have been trained to do.

· I will call you as soon as possible to inform you of the accident.  If necessary, I will ask you to meet me at the hospital or return to care for your child.

After every accident, however minor I will:

· Complete a report in my accident and incident log

· Ask you to sign the report and then provide you with a copy

It is really important that I know how your child has been following an accident so please keep me informed of your child’s condition and tell me if you have sought further medical advice.

If your child has an accident while at home, I will also record the details in my accident and incident log.  I will monitor their health closely and contact you if I have any concerns.  

I will review the accident log regularly to identify any concerning themes or trends in line with my safeguarding policy.  

In the case of an accident involving myself where I am unable to look after your child I will call Debbie Christian-Noonan, another registered childminder to come until you are able to collect your child.  She can be contacted on 07581 580340 and lives less than a mile away at 5 Gelliwastad Grove, Pontypridd.
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
